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Who We Are: 



     Rick Hafele is so knowledgeable about aquatic insects many people think he's 

part bug. And in truth after a lifetime of studying, lecturing and writing about 

aquatic insects, he knows them almost as well as the bugs know themselves.  

 

     Hafele (pronounced hay -flea) born in central Illinois grew up with the "scent of 

stink bait and catfish" until the age of 12 when an uncle "gave me my first fly 

fishing lesson and managed to get me into my first fly caught trout. I saw the 

light and never fished stink bait again."  

 

     What followed was an interest in the dietary habits of fish, particularly  those 

Rick was catching. The fascination grew into a calling that became a Bachelor of Science degree in biology in 1973 

from Western Washington University at Bellingham, Washington followed by a Masters of Science degree in 

aquatic entomology in 1979 from Oregon State University.  

 

     "In the course of both my professional work and my fly fishing, I have studied the aquatic insects in creeks, 

streams, rivers and lakes in all of the states and provinces from Alaska to California and from the Pacific Coast 

through the Rocky Mountains" explains Hafele.  

 

     A prolific writer, Hafele has authored or co -authored 5 books on fly fishing and aquatic entomology and has 

produced a video series on fishing large western rivers. Along with writing articles for scientific journals he has 

penned the Aquatic Entomology column for American Angler magazine for over 20 years. For his many contribu-

tions to fly fishing literature Hafele has been awarded life memberships to the Federation of Fly Fishers and the 

Flyfisher's Club of Oregon.  

 

     On September 20th. at 7:00 p.m. at the Sunriver Fire Station, Rick Hafele in one of his rare Central Oregon 

appearances will be presenting his program on aquatic entomology and how it applies to fly fishing Central Oregon. 

Aspects of insect identification, flies that match the insects and how to fish those flies properly will all be cov-

ered in a compelling and at times light hearted but thoroughly informative presentation.  

 

     Characterizing Hafele, Sunriver Anglers president, Marv Yoshinaka states, "Rick has great presentation skills 

and is full of fly fishing information and insight into aquatic insects as only a master entomologist could provide".  

Ron Angell, past president of the anglers club adds, "Hafele's expert knowledge of aquatic biology coupled with 

his 40 plus years of fly fishing make for a fascinating presentation filled with useful information. Don't forget to 

bring a pen and paper."  

 

     Asked what he does in his spare time, Hafele replied, "Music. I started a rock -n-roll and blues band about 10 

years ago. The four of us perform around the Portland area. I play drums, percussion and harmonica. We play old 

favorites with some of our own tunes mixed in."  The name of the band, what else, Howling Trout.

Armin served as President of the SRA in 1992 and on the Board of Directors in 1993 and 

1994 as Past President Advisor.   He continued his service as Publicity Chairman 1994.   Never giving up

Lord Grey of Fallodon  

 
 

Quotations From The Literature of Fishing: 



Fishing in the local lakes and reservoirs should be improving and September is one of the best months to fish 

these waters.  This monthõs featured fly is the Crane Bugger and is one that you should have in your fly box.  

The Crane Bugger was developed by Peter Bowers, owner of The Patient Angler fly shop in Bend, for 

the trout of Crane Prairie Reservoir.  This fly is a variation of the seal bugger that was first tied by 

Denny Rickards.  Peter has incorporated synthetic dubbing materials and mylar to match seal furõs 

buggy-like appearance and sheen.  Like the seal bugger, the Crane Bugger can imitate many food items 

for trout including damsel flies, dragon flies, and leeches.  

 

Hereõs the recipe for the Crane Bugger. 

 Hook:  #10, 3XL wooly bugger hook  

Dubbing:  Squirrel SLF in dark or light olive or black mixed with rainbow or northern lights Lite 

Brite  

 Tail:  Marabou to match the color of the body of the fly.  

 Hackle:  Short grizzly hackle to match the bodyõs color. 

 Bead:  Small glass bead to match the flyõs color or a brass bead.   

 

Tying Steps  

Place the bead behind the eye of the hook.  You can use a glass bead or a brass bead for weight.  

You can also wrap lead wire or a lead wire substitute instead of a bead to weight the body.  

Wrap tying thread to the bend of the hook.  

Tie in a fairly sparse marabou tail to match the body of the fly.  

Tie in the grizzly hackle  

Prepare dubbing for the body by mixing the Squirrel SLF dubbing with chopped up pieces of Lite 

Brite..  

Place dubbing material on the tying thread and wrap the flyõs body. 

Use Velcro to pick out the body of the fly to give it a fuzzy or buggy appearance.  

Wrap the hackle forward to the bead or head of the fly.  

Whip finish the head of the fly.  

 

Peter reports that the Crane Bugger is a good searching fly and often uses it as the first fly to fish at 

new waters.  Good luck with the Crane Bugger.
