November Meeting: Fishing With The Buffalos

What is a former high school teacher and football coach doing
in the wilds of Montana in October. "Mr. G" as he was affec-

* tionately called by his former students, has reinvented his life
into a fly fishing shop owner and fishing guide. The ages of his
present students are a little older now but have an eagerness
to learn because the results can be almost immediate and in
some cases very large. From a classroom listening to student's
answers, Bob Gaviglio, owner of the Sunriver Fly Shop, is now
giving answers which for the most part are not locked up in
books but have to be learned by a lifetime of experience.

When asked why Montana in October, Gaviglio answers, "Fall is
in the air, the colors of the trees are changing, the variety of wild animals that can be seen, the magnificent coun-
try that surrounds you and of course the great fishing."

There are more bear, elk, moose and buffalo in the state of Montana than the human population found there and
they periodically remind you of that. Last October Gaviglio was fishing Slough Creek in the Lamar Valley when he
ran into a couple of Canadian fisherman who related they had been chased by a herd of buffalo that morning. Ap-
parently the buffalos were not satisfied with nearly scaring the Canadians half to death. The leader must have
known Gaviglio was about to leave to fish the other side of the valley and thought it would be fun to delay his de-
parture and proceeded to have his herd surround Gaviglio's truck.

Being a man of reason, Gaviglio continued to wait and watch them for the next 2 1/2 hours until they departed
causing Bob to miss out on the second half of his fishing day. Relating back to his teaching days, Gaviglio says, "It
was a lot easer then to make the children cooperate than fish and animals. | had a lot more power over the chil-
dren".

On November 15, Bob Gaviglio will be hosting a program for the Sunriver Anglers Club about the legendary fishing
of Montana, its blue ribbon trout rivers and pristine lakes. October can be challenging weather in the mountains
and as Gaviglio says, "weather determines where you fish. If its windy you go from lakes to rivers. There may
also be snow on the ground that time of year but usually by the afternoon it has melted." Because of cool condi-
tions "there are less hatches but | like to streamer fish which can be a very successful option."

Montana provides such an abundance of opportunities that visiting anglers have a hard time deciding where to
start. Gaviglio will help us understand the area by taking us on a tour of some of his favorite fishing retreats such
as the renown Madison River, perhaps the most famous of all Montana's rivers with its 140 miles of excellent
fishing and exceptional beauty. We will be taken into the United States first national park, Yellowstone National
Park, for a look at fishing opportunities there. Gaviglio will take us on a side trip to the border of Idaho to fish
Henrys Lake, probably the finest fly fishing lake in Idaho. There Gaviglio will show us how to hook those famous
cutthroat and cutbows of "Hanks Pond".

Gaviglio says his program is a "where to fish, how to fish and what to fish." And how about lodging? "Where |
stay, my front door is 60 feet from some of the worlds best fly fishing." And what lodge is that? "I'll tell you at
the meeting."

The meeting starts at 7p.m., November 15 at the Sunriver Fire Station. All are welcome to attend.
