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September Meeting Information: Catching Fish with a Camera

Most of us are lucky enough to have a hobby that is entertaining and edu-
cating and takes us away from everyday life for short periods of time. Pat
Windsor on the other hand had two part time hobbies that were taking up
most of his time. What many of us would do in our 20's would be to find a
career and move those hobbies into the weekends. After considering his
options, Windsor decided why not combine the two hobbies and create a
full time profession and life long career.

Windsor chose two very difficult hobbies to turn into employment options.

What sets a fly fishing guide apart from everyone else who fly fishes is
his expertise in the complete sport. It is essential to know fishing gear,
entomology and knowledge of the local waters where his clients are ex-
pecting to catch fish. To be a really good fisherman, a bit of luck is also
required.

Patrick Windsor

Windsor's second career choice is just as intellectually demanding. A great photograph demands a keen
eye for the subject, a sense of timing, composition and also a little luck. Photography is in the eye of
the beholder. What appeals to you might not interest others. To be successful at selling pictures you
better make sure that the eye of the beholder is the person purchasing the photo.

So how did this combination of art, science and business turn into Windsor Photography. As Patrick
Windsor explains, "l first began photographing the outdoors while living in Park City, Utah. | was always
carrying my camera while flyfishing, skiing, biking, or just traveling."

Windsor moved to Central Oregon in the late 80's where he soon began working as a photographer for
the Sunriver Resort taking pictures of happy tourists floating the river and horseback riding. While on
the Deschutes photographing one day he ran into Fred Foisett of Cascade Guides and Outfitters,
struck up a conversation and ended up being hired as a fly fishing guide.

Life was good for Windsor but he decided "to further my education and pursue my passion for the art
of photography.” While attending the Art Institute of Seattle, Windsor's luck almost ran out. Step-

ping out of his car while investigating a roadside fire, he stepped on a high voltage power line and was
electrocuted. "l woke up in the hospital four days later with no idea what happened to me. | had suf-
fered third degree burns over 30% of my body and my right leg was amputated below the knee." Lucky
to be alive, Windsor spent the next 9 months healing and learning to walk again.

Eventually returning to school to learn his profession and finally graduating with honors, Windsor
packed up his car and headed back to Bend, this time with no road stops.
