ON YOUR MARK, GET SET, FISH ! 

 

The April 15, 2009 meeting of the Sunriver Anglers Club will feature a special program designed to get 

area anglers ready for the upcoming fishing season.  This is the time to organize your gear, patch the 

leaky waders, oil the squeaky reels and get the fly lines in top shape.  

 

Members of the Anglers Club will go over recommended pre -season tune-up requirements, and will pro-

vide ample opportunity for some hands on practice at such things as locating, and then repairing leaky 

spots in waders and the proper methods of cleaning and conditioning fly lines.  Fly lines which are de-

signed to float on the surface of the water will quickly turn into òsinkingó lines if they are not properly 

cared for.  

 

In addition, there will be tables set up to review and practice some basic fishing skills including: 1) the 

essential knots used in  fishing, particularly those useful for fly fishing; 2) how to rig up for fishing 

nymphs with an indicator; and 3) how to use sinking and floating lines in lakes.  

 

A frequent question asked by many persons who may be somewhat new to fly fishing is òwhat fly do I 

use?ó  While there are many answers to this question, there will be a presentation of recommended 

flies as well as useful information on where to use them in our area.  Handouts of information will be 

provided to those attending, but persons are encouraged to bring pen or pencil to take notes during the 

presentation.  

 

Fishing the lakes in the area is very popular, but some kind of a fishing òcraftó is generally necessary to 

get out on the water.  Different approaches to this will be demonstrated and discussed to help those 

who have not yet decided on just what type of stillwater device to purchase.  President Doug Vakoc 

states that òwe will also give you some help on finding places where a person can rent pontoon boats and 

similar craftó before a person commits to buying something. 

 

The Anglers Club meeting is at 7 pm on April 15 in the Sunriver Fire Station meeting room.  Members 

and non-members alike are invited to attend, and admission is free.
