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Whirling Disease Mini-Workshop:

The threat of whirling disease being introduced to the Upper Deschutes with the reintroduction of
anadromous fish above the Pelton Round Butte dam complex has been revisited in the technical news
during recent weeks. This exposure of an important issue needs discussion and a mini-workshop on the
issue has been scheduled.
