We will discuss this in more detail at our 

general meeting.  

A good way to learn more about our sport and fly -fishing in particular is to go to the Mike 

Lawson seminar scheduled on February 17 th  and 18th  at Aspen Hall in Bend.  More information is in-

side this Newsletter.  One of the benefits of being a member is to attend these kinds of events at 

a reduced cost, which leads me to my next request.  Only one -half of our members have paid their 

$25 annual dues.  For those of you who havenõt paid your dues, we would greatly appreciate it if you 

would do so in the very near future.  Most of the donations that we make are front -loaded at the 

beginning of the year but the revenue doesnõt come in until the end of the year. 

We have some exciting news in regards to the tui chubb problems at Paulina and East Lakes.  

ODFW will be working with Paulina Lake Resort to do some trapping of tui chubbs.  In addition, 

ODFW is conducting a study on what to do in regards to tui chubb removal at East Lake.  This has 

been a long-standing request of the Club and individual members of the Club to address this prob-

lem.  We will provide more details on this once we learn what ODFW has in mind.  

We have two outings this month on February 16 th  and 23 rd .  Get out there and enjoy the 

outdoors!

Mike Lawson to Present at the General Sunriver Anglers Meeting in February and the 

Winter Seminar 2010 in Bend: 

 
Mike Lawson will be the featured speaker at the Sunriver Anglers regular meeting at 7:00 in the 

Sunriver Fire Hall on Thursday Feb 18.  His topic at the general meeting will be different than 

those topics at the 2 day seminar and will be geared to both the die -hard fisherman (you know 

who you are) as well as to a more general audience.  Mike will talk about his òHome Watersó: A 

look at his life as a fly fisherman, the places it has taken him, and a developing appreciation for 

his òHome Watersó.  Emphasis is placed on the role of our own home waters and why it is impor-

tant to take care of them.  Mikeõs easy-going style, humor, and beautiful photography will make 

for a very enjoyable presentation.  

 

In addition, Central Oregon Flyfishers and Sunriver Anglers will jointly host the Winter Seminar Feb 17 th  and 18th  

at Aspen Hall in Bend.  This yearõs presenter is Mike Lawson from the famed òHenryõs Forkó area of Idaho.  All are 

welcome, members and non-members. 

 

We are very pleased to have Mike travel to Central Oregon for this two day seminar and for our general meeting.  

At the seminar, he will cover such topics as Spring Creek Magic, Fly Tying for Spring Creeks, Casting Instructions, 

Nymph Fishing from Top to Bottom, Techniques and Tactics for Difficult Trout, and Fly Fishing in the Upper 

Snake River Country.  

 

Mikeõs local knowledge, a lifetime of experience, and easy going style make him a most desirable presenter.  He 

was born and raised in southeastern Idaho where he has fished the local streams and Yellowstone area, including 

the Henryõs Fork, all his life.  Mike graduated BYU in 1970, and while teaching school for several years began tying 

flies commercially.  Later he began working as a fishing guide in the Snake River area.  In 1977 he and his wife 

Sheralee opened Henryõs Fork Anglers Fly Shop, currently located in Island Pak ID.  He lives in the area with his 

wife and two sons.  

 

Mikeõs experience is not limited to the Yellowstone area as he has flyfished all over the world.  In 2003, Mike 

published òSpring Creeksó, a text book in how to fish spring creeks and tailwaters.  In addition he has written nu-

merous articles for various fly fishing publications, and has been a member of the Sage Advisory Team.  Mike will 

have his book and some DVDs for sale at the Seminar and the General Meeting.  

 

The 2010 Winter Seminar will be held at Aspen Hall Feb 17 th  and 18th  9:00 am to 4:00 PM.  Cost for the two days 

is $55 for Central Oregon Flyfishers and Sunriver Angler members, $75 for non -members (Lunch, coffee/drinks, 

and snacks included).

Discussion of Goals for 2010: 

 

Fundraising Projects :  Fundraising was discussed.   The consensus was that calling on local merchants would be done 

on a voluntary basis.   Pete Gustavson, Mal Murphy, Marv Yoshinaka, and Jack McDonnell agreed to work on a fund 

raising committee.   Jack will provide a list of merchants that have given in the past including the members that 

have called on them.  

Free Fishing Day :  the consensus was that we will continue this activity.  

Member Education and Development :  The idea of having a membership chairman was discussed.   This will brought 

up again at our March meeting.  

Educational Needs : Marv Yoshinaka agreed to head up club educational needs.   Mark Baldwin will assist.   Neces-

sary equipment for outings will be stressed.  

Anglers Picnic :  The consensus was to keep the annual picnic.  

Seminar:  The upcoming seminar with Mike Lawson is a joint project with CFO.   Cost and proceeds will be shared 

between the two clubs.   SRA is responsible for 1/3 of the costs and CFO for 2/3.  

Classes:  Intermediate and advanced fly tying class with Jerry Criss will begin on Monday, Feb. 15., at 6:45 at the 

fire station.   There will be a nominal to charge to members.  

Questionnaire for Members :  A questionnaire developed by Paul Oles will be sent out to members in good standing 

to assess their interests and to help us plan future activities.  

Members will be asked to rank five categories in order of importance to them.  

1. Offer frequent one day and multi -day outings where I can go fishing with fellow anglers and learn about new 

places to go. 

2.  Offer regular classes and seminars so I can improve my skills, for example casting, fly tying and choosing the 

right pattern.  

3.  Offer monthly club social events where I can share stories and plan personal outings with other members.  

4.  To encourage, advocate, and support conservation and protection of watersheds, fish habitat, and wild fish 

populations. 

5.  To provide educational opportunities for school children to learn about fish, fish habitat, and related aspects 

of the environment; and to learn about basic fishing skills, principles of stewardship, ethical conduct, and safety 

around water.  

The chair entertained a motion to send the preceding questionnaire to the membership.   Motion passed unani-

mously. 

Tui Chubb Eradication :  Paulina Lake Resort has agreed to net Chubb in their Lake.   ODFW is developing a master 

plan for eradication in East Lake.   This will be a labor intensive project requiring many volunteer hours.   ODFW 

will also be urged to spot check Little Lava to determine how successful our trapping effort was there.  

Brochures :  Marv reported that the brochure on new access points on the Little Deschutes will be distributed 

shortly.  

Hatch Box : Sponsoring an effort to have a hatch box placed in Caldera for the purpose of releasing German 

Browns in their pond will be discussed at our March meeting.  

Stream Restoration :  Dave Jendro reported that 72 trees were placed in the Deschutes north of the Trout 

House.  Additional vegetation including willows and pines will be planted to increase shade along the river 

bank  SRA contributed $2500 to SROA for this project.
