SRA Presents: The Bugs of Crooked River:

§ On Thursday, May 20, the Sunriver Anglers Club will host a program
* featuring guest speaker, John R. Anderson, Prof. of Entomology
, (Emeritus) of the University of California, Berkeley, now a resident

- of Bend and a member of the Central Oregon Flyfishers.

Professor Anderson has conducted an exhaustive study of the
macroinvertebrates (aquatic insects) which inhabit the reaches of
the Crooked River frequented by fly fishers.

The study included an intensive and lengthy schedule of sampling of the insects naturally drifting in the
river at different times of the day, during different seasons, and the comparison of the data obtained

to actual stomach content samples of rainbow trout and mountain whitefish caught during the same
time periods that the drift sampling was done.

Prof. Anderson will talk about the manner in which the study was conducted and, most importantly, the
results which will be of great interest to anglers who frequent the Crooked River. Program attendees

will learn about which specific bugs are taken by the resident rainbows and whitefish during winter and
spring months, times of the year which are favored by many local anglers.

The Sunriver Anglers Club invites members and non -members alike to its monthly meetings and pro-
grams. This meeting will be held on Thursday, May 20 at 6:45 at the Fire Hall in Sunriver. Visitors to

the area who have an interest in fishing in central Oregon waters are specially invited to attend. For
more information concerning the Club, contact President, Alan Stout, at 541 598 7615.

Little Deschutes River Outing: May 26th

Get ready for an adventure on a stream that is little known to most of us. Yes, the Little
Deschutes River, a stream that is in our backyard, will be our destination on May 26. Four pub-
lic access sites have recently been improved by the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife.
The Sunriver Anglers recently published maps of the Little Deschutes River public access sites
for the ODFW. Funds from your club dues and those generated at the Fish Fry and Christmas
Dinner auctions were used to pay for the publication of these maps. Maps of these public ac-
cess sites will be available for you at the May general membership meeting.

We will meet at the Sunriver Country Store (South Store by the Village) at 9:00 a.m. Our plan is to split up into
three groups to fish sections of the river that are now accessible from the public access sites. Each group will
launch at one of the upper three access sites and float downstream to the next access point or further if they
want. It should take about 2 hours to float from each access site to the next downstream one. You can decide
how far you want to float/fish depending on how much time you want to spend on the river.

This will mainly be a float trip so you will need a small boat that you can maneuver to navigate the stream. A pon-
toon boat, small rowboat, kayak, or canoe should be adequate. We will arrange to shuttle your vehicles to your
desired take out points. For those who want to fish from the bank, one of the access sites does have about 2000
feet of streambank that is open to the public. Please be aware of and avoid trespassing on the private property
that is next to each of the access sites. There are signs at each site that show the boundary between public and
private property.

According to the ODFW the Little Deschutes River supports rainbow and brown trout and whitefish. Browns and
rainbows are present in good numbers and some are of good size. Whitefish are numerous in the river.

What to use: This is a new stream to fish for most of us so bring a variety of flies to fish in streams such as

stoneflies, caddisflies, and mayflies. Plan to fish with nymphs, but be prepared for hatches of these insects.

Streamers should also work for those larger browns and rainbows along the undercut banks and deeper holes.

Bring your own lunch and snacks because weol | probably be
