FLY FISHING WESTERN LAKES  
 

Whether you are already experienced in fly fishing on lakes or are just getting into this type of fishing, this pro-

gram should be a òmustó for you. 
 

Nationally renowned fly fisherman and author, Rick Hafele, will deliver a talk and slide show on the art of fly fish-

ing on our western lakes on Thursday, June 17 at the regular meeting of the Sunriver Anglers Club.  Central Ore-

gon abounds with many, easily accessed and spectacularly beautiful lakes which provide very good angling.
